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1. One Tablet for Each Student of Educational Use

Students of Tokyo metropolitan high school will have one tablet (smart school tablet) for educational use
and use it as an indispensable tool for daily learning and communication at high schools.

| This smart school tablet will be used by schools to distribute
4 ‘ the material for classes and by students to submit reports. It is
also used for communication between schools and students and
for information exchange in committees and club activities.

At home, students can use it to work on reports assigned during
classes and the research papers for which they set their own
theme. Also, students may want to arrange the material of
what they have researched or create slides for presentation.

The smart school tablet should be managed by the students
themselves. They can customize it by installing various apps
and software useful for studying in order to make it easier
for them to use.

This tablet is a must-have item for students at Tokyo
metropolitan high schools to enrich their high school life.

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All students will need to prepare the tablet for educational use at the time of admission.

Tokyo metropolitan high schools will maximize the ability of each and every student by utilizing the
tablet that each student will have, which is suitable for learning in all aspects of high school educational
activities. The financial aid for purchasing the tablet will be provided by Tokyo Metropolitan
Government so that the cost that parents should bear will be 30,000 yen in principle.

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2. Types of Tokyo Metropolitan High Schools and Programs

Courses

Full-time + + - Classes are held in the daytime from morning to afternoon.
Part-time + « + Classes are held in the evening and at other set times.

Correspondence * + * While receiving guidance on course work, students study at home and attend

school on set dates (about twice a month) to meet with an instructor in person.

Academic Year System and Credit System

Academic year system ¢ ¢ * Under this system, the content and curriculum to be studied are set for
each academic year. When a student is deemed to have met set academic requirements, credits are
awarded, and the student is promoted to the next grade level. The student will graduate upon
completion of a three-year program at a full-time school or four-year program at a part-time school
(some part-time schools offer three-year programs).

Credit system ¢ * ¢ Under this system, no distinctions are made between grade levels. In addition
to required courses, students also choose elective courses to complete in three (or four) years.
When a student is deemed to have met the set academic requirements and has acquired the
prescribed number of credits over the course of enrollment, the student can proceed to graduate.

Academic Programs

*Entrance examination for the 2025 academic year are scheduled for the programs listed below.

1. General education program

Studies mainly focus on Japanese, geography and history, civics, mathematics, science, health and

physical education, the arts, foreign languages, home economics and information. Each area of
curriculum is further divided into several subjects. In accordance with the curriculum established by
the school, students take courses that include required subjects and electives. This program provides
the appropriate foundation for a wide range of post-graduation options, including advancement to
university, junior college, a technical school, and/or finding employment.

. General education Program with a specialized focus

This program is a part of general education program, however, places a focus on specific areas of

curriculum, offering a variety of elective courses, in order to better meet the interests and aspirations
of students. Starting from the first year, students with a specialized focus (foreign languages and arts)
follow a separate program from those in the general education program. Programs with a specialized
focus are offered at Fukagawa High School (foreign language), Katakura High School (figurative art),
Matsugaya High School (foreign language), and Kodaira High School (foreign language).
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. Integrated studies program

Students select courses that best suit their needs and future goals from a range of common and
specialized subjects, and then take a systematic and focused approach to studies. All students take the
course titled “Industrial Society and Humanity”, which requires students to consider their own
lifestyles and future and helps them select courses.

. Agricultural program

The program aims to train specialists that can play an active role in the field of agriculture. By
engaging in the cultivation of agricultural products and raising farm animals, students acquire
specialized knowledges and skills including those in the field of biotechnology, while becoming familiar
with nature.

. Technical program

Aiming to train specialists that will be successful in each area of industry, the program enables
students to acquire specialized knowledge, manufacturing and high-tech skills, as well as other
technical skills.

. Technical program (Dual system program)

Students undergo long-term vocational training in manufacturing at companies for school credit,
allowing them to acquire practical skills. Following graduation, the students may also have the
opportunity to work for the company where vocational training was received, should such an
arrangement be reached.

. Science and technology program

By studying science and technology from a broad perspective, students to acquire the fundamentals
needed to build expertise at universities and other institutions specializing in science following
graduation. This program is offered at Kagaku Gijutsu High School and Tama Kagaku Gijutsu High
School.

. Commerce program (Business/Commerce program)

The program aims to cultivate people who are capable of playing an active role in various fields of
business, including accounting and information processing and adapting to the rapid pace of
internationalization. Through the course offered, students will acquire specialized knowledge and
skills.

. Business communication program

This program aims to develop individuals capable of navigating the rapidly changing social and
business environment. Students study English and practical business subjects with the goal of
entering universities with a focus on social science and the humanities. This program is offered at Ota
Sakuradai High School and Chihaya High School.

Information studies program

In order to proactively and reasonably address the issues of an advanced information and
telecommunications society and cultivate creativity and practicality that will contribute to the
development of society, the program enables students to obtain a range of skills and knowledge related
to information studies. This program is offered at Shinjuku Yamabuki High School.

Industry studies program

Students learn about the connection between production, logistics, and consumption, and build
entrepreneurial spirit. This program is offered as an innovative, new program beyond the existing
scope at Tachibana High School and Hachioji Soshi High School.
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Fisheries program

Students learn about the ocean from various perspectives to become graduates who can

respond to various marine issues. This program is offered only at Oshima Kaiyo Kokusai

High School among the Tokyo metropolitan high schools.

Home economics program

By engaging in the study of specialized subjects related to domestic life, students gain knowledge

and skills related to food, clothing, and housing as well as childcare, nursing care and the elderly care.

This program is offered at Akabane Hokuo High School, Nogyo High School, Mizuho Nogei High

School and Shinobugaoka High School.

Social welfare program

Students develop a strong respect for human life as they undergo practical training and work

experience at various social welfare facilities, including child daycare centers and hospitals. The

program aims to produce graduates who will act to serve and aid society. This program is offered at
Akabane Hokuo High School and Nozuta High School.
Science and mathematics program

The program aims to foster graduates who have a wide range of science and mathematics skills and

ICT literacy at a high level so that they can create new values (innovation). This program is offered at

Kagaku Gijutsu High School and Tachikawa High School.

Arts program

The program aims for students to develop aesthetic sensibility and the ability to express themselves

through the study of specialized subjects related to music, art, and acting, and to produce graduates

who will contribute to the development of the arts in the future. At Sogo Geijutu High School, Music,
Art and Stage expression departments have been established.

Physical education program

Specialized courses related to physical education and sports enable students to acquire knowledge
and skills in the health and physical education fields.

In addition to common courses, specialized instruction in each major such as volleyball, basketball,
soccer, gymnastics, track and field, swimming, judo and kendo etc. is offered depending on the
schools. This program is offered at Komaba High School and Nozuta High School.

International relations program

Students learn about topics such as international relations, traditional Japanese culture and

cross-cultural understanding and learn through a research project-oriented method that allows them

to explore a theme they select. The program also aims to have students acquire a high level of foreign
language skills such as English skills. Through these studies, the program fosters students with a rich
sense of global awareness and graduates who can be active in the international society.

At Kokusai High School, students can learn languages such as German, French, Spanish, Chinese or
Korean, in addition to English in the offered International Studies Program. The International
Baccalaureate Diploma Programme for students aiming to advance to a university abroad has also
been established.

Combined program

Some designated school combine two different fields of study in one class. This type of program is

called a combined program. Combined programs are offered as full-time programs at Oshima High

School (agriculture and forestry/home economics), Miyake High School (agriculture/home economics)
and Hachijo High School (horticulture/home economics), and as part-time programs at Mizuho Nogei
High School (general education/agriculture).
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3. Tokyo Metropolitan High School Entrance Examination System

There are two types of admission screenings for Tokyo metropolitan high schools: a
recommendation-based admission process and an academic achievement test-based admission process
(first and second round admissions/two-phase application period).

Also, some schools such as Encouragement schools and Challenge schools use systems that are not
based on academic achievement tests in the screening process.

Recommendation-based Admission screenings
Recommendation-based Admissions)

@® The objective of recommendation-based admissions is outlined below.

The objective of recommendation-based admissions is to evaluate students on skills such as problem solving, including
the ability to think, make decisions and express oneself. Moreover, the ability to engage in communication that builds
human relationships, including accurately expressing one’s own opinion and understanding how others think as well
as other skills that students will need in future society are evaluated, while recognizing their basic academic abilities.

® Recommendation-based admissions are mainly offered at full-time Tokyo metropolitan high
schools. Students who meet all of the requirements listed below are eligible to apply.

(1) Students who reside in and are enrolled in a junior high school in Tokyo as of December 31, 2024 and will continue h
to reside in Tokyo after entering high school and are expected to graduate from junior high school in Tokyo in
March 2025.

(2) Students who designate a Tokyo metropolitan high school as their first choice. )

@® The three types of recommendation-based admissions are as follows:

O Students who intend to apply through the general recommendation-based admission

process and whose application has been endorsed by the principal of the junior high school
they attend are eligible to apply.

O The screening process combines a group discussion, individual interview, an essay or
composition, practical test with other test prepared by the school. Each school will decide on
the contents of the group discussion, individual interviews, essay or composition, practical
test and other tests prepared by the school

* In principle, all schools will require individual interviews. Some schools require a group
discussion.

* Each school chooses and requires one or more from the following options: essay or
composition, practical test and other tests prepared by the school.

O The selection is based on the overall score from points earned through a group discussion
and individual interview, essay or composition, practical test and other tests prepared by the
school in addition to the student transcript points.

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(2) Special Recommendations (culture, sports etc.)

O Students who intend to apply through the special recommendation-based admission
process (culture, sports etc.) and whose application has been endorsed by the principal of the
junior high school they attend are eligible to apply. Not all school offers the admissions based
on the special recommendations (culture, sports etc.). In addition, the number of openings is
included as part of the total number of general recommendation openings.

O All the schools which offer the admissions based on the special recommendations (culture,
sports etc.) will require individual interviews or group interviews and practical tests. When
other tests such as composition are required, each school will decide on the topic or contents.

O The selection is based on the overall score from points earned through individual interview
or group interview, practical test and other tests prepared by the school in addition to the
student transcript points.

| (3) Special Recommendations (science, mathematics etc.) |

O Students who intend to apply through the special recommendation-based admission
process (science, mathematics etc.) and whose application has been endorsed by the principal
of the junior high school they attend are eligible to apply.

O The examination for the special recommendations (science, mathematics etc.) include oral
examinations on a research report of a scientific field etc., individual interviews and essay,
which will be required by Creative Science & Mathematics program of Tachikawa High
School and Creative Science & Mathematics program of Kagaku Gijutsu High School.

O The selection is based on the overall score from points earned through the oral
examinations on a research report of a scientific field etc., individual interviews, and essay in
addition to the student transcript points.

@® In the recommendation-based admissions, either an evaluation of the learning progress of each

subject based on various viewpoints (27 viewpoints in total) or the grades (of nine subjects) are

converted into points.

When schools employ the evaluation of learning progress based on various viewpoints, they may

allocate more points to some viewpoints than others, taking the characteristics of each school into

consideration.
Tokyo metropolitan high schools designated as Encouragement schools employ the evaluation of

learning progress based on various viewpoints.
@ For more information on proportion of recommendation-based admissions’ openings to the overall

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Academic Achievement Test-based Admissions
(First round of admissions, Second round of admissions, Tow-phase

/ In principle, all Tokyo metropolitan high schools implement the first round of the admission tests.

Schools that do not fill their number of openings as a result of the first round will implement a second
round of the admission tests.

However, some Tokyo metropolitan high schools administer “two-phase application”, dividing the
number of openings beforehand and recruiting students in two phases: recruitment for the first round
of admissions (first phase of application period) and recruitment for the second round of admissions

Qsecond phase of application period).

@® Application qualification
Applicants must be the students who are expected to graduate from junior high school in March
2025 or the ones who have graduated from junior high school.
Applicants to full-time Tokyo metropolitan high schools must meet the following requirements:
Applicants live with parents or guardians, reside in Tokyo and must be certain that they will
continue to have reside in Tokyo and commute from a residence in Tokyo throughout enrollment

in the school.
Applicants to part-time Tokyo metropolitan high schools must meet the following requirements:
Applicants who have an address or workplace in Tokyo and have an address or workplace in
Tokyo by the date of enrollment, and must be certain that they continue to have an address or
workplace in Tokyo throughout enrollment in the school.

@® Subjects of the tests
(Full-time Course)
The recruitment for the first round of admissions/first phase of application period requires the
academic achievement tests in five subjects (Japanese, math, English, social studies and science) as
a rule. (However, as for art and physical education programs, academic achievement tests are
required in three subjects because a practical test is required to see the applicant’s ability,
suitability etc. for those subjects). The recruitment for the second round of admissions/second phase
of application period requires academic achievement tests in three subjects (Japanese, math and
English) as a rule.
Some schools may require an interview, essay or composition and practical test in addition to the

academic achievement tests.

When the ratio of the points earned by the academic achievement test to the student
transcript points is “6:4”, the full marks for the student transcript portion would be 400
points because the total points of academic achievement test and transcript is 1,000 points.

« The total of the grades for the subjects which academic achievement tests are required

for (Japanese, math and English) is 5+3+5 = 13 points.
« Total of the grades for the subjects which academic achievementtests are not required for

(social studies, science, music, art, health & physical education and technical arts &
home economics) is (4+3+3+4+5+3) x2 = 44 points.

Then, 13 points plus 44 points is 57 points. (13 points+ 44 points= 57 points.)

Therefore, the student transcript points of Hanako Tokyo will be:
400 points x 57 points < 75 points (full marks) =304 points. The numbers after the decimal point should

be rounded down if any.)

In the academic achievement test-based admissions process (first and second round
admissions/two-phase application period), student transcript grades are converted into points as
the student transcript points as mentioned above. However, Encouragement schools (listed on the
page 5) calculate the student transcript points based on the evaluation of learning progress of

each subject based on various viewpoints.

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® Non-examinees
Non-examinees of the speaking test will be handled so as not to put them in an unfavorable position in the
metropolitan high school entrance examination.
(1) “Non-examinees “ are defined as those who fall under the following A and B:

A. Among those enrolled in public junior high schools in Tokyo, those who could not take the test on the day of the
speaking test (including make-up test on the alternative day) because they suffered from influenza, etc., and their
attendance was suspended by the principal of junior high school according to Article 19 of the School Health and
Safety Law or because they had unavoidable reasons such as hospitalization due to illness and injury due to
traffic accident etc. when that was not the examinee’s fault; and

B. Those who have not taken the speaking test because they were enrolled at a private junior high school, other
prefecture’s junior high school ete. instead of a public junior high school in Tokyo as of the day of the speaking test.

(2) For non-examinees, the “provisional speaking test result” will be calculated as follows:

First, ranking is determined based on the score of the English achievement test. Next, the speaking test result of a
student whose score of the English achievement test is the same as that of the non-examinee will be converted to
points based on “‘@Scoring the 6-step evaluation,” and the average value is used to obtain the “provisional speaking
test result” of the non-examinee.

Then, an average value more than 18 points is considered to be A, 14 points or more and less than 18 points is B, 10

points or more and less than 14 points is C, 6 points or more and less than 10 points is D, 2 points or more and less

than 6 points is E and less than 2 points is F.

Tokyo metropolitan high schools have an entrance examination system called “Make-up Examination”
with the aim of securing the opportunity for students who were unable to take an examination of the
first round of admissions due to designated school infectious diseases such as influenza or diseases
which require hospitalization. The make-up examination is implemented in the same time schedule as
the examination of the second round of admissions/second phase of application period for full-time high
schools.

Please note that schools which provide two-phase application period will not offer the make-up
examination because the second phase of application is proceeded in the same time schedule. In addition,
for other admissions such as recommendation-based admissions, admissions for foreign students
returning from overseas etc. the make-up examination will not be offered either.

O Questions of the academic achievement test used for the make-up examination are the same as the ones
used for the second round of admissions/second phase of application period for full-time high schools.

It is very important to keep fit to prepare for the date of examination. You are strongly encouraged to
gargle and wash hands frequently to keep a good health condition. Yet at the same time, you should check
the procedure of the make-up examination in advance to be aware that you may develop designated
school infectious diseases such as influenza.

Q2. Please tell me about the individual interview — a required part of the recommendation-based admission

screening process

A2. During the individual interview, candidates will be asked about the reason for applying to the school,
their interests and enthusiasm for high school life. The interview will also serve to confirm a candidate’s
suitability, sense of conscience, attitude toward life, the information provided on the self-introduction
card, the various activities he/she has been involved in during junior high school and his/her plans for
the future. The interviewers will also look at whether the candidate has the ability to apply his/her
experiences to his/her future high school life.

Q3. Please tell me about the contents of the group discussion of the recommendation-based admission

screening process.

AS3. During the group discussion, candidates’ communication skills, spirit of cooperation and ability to think,
make decisions and to express themselves are evaluated. The discussion will also serve to check if they
can clearly state their thoughts on a given theme, and if multiple candidates can work together to
discuss a theme and draw conclusions.

At your school, you must have had discussions during class activities and exchanged opinions during
class hours in some subjects. For the group discussion, you should keep in mind to make use of that
experience and be aware of “having your own thoughts and opinions firmly” and “understanding the
other person’s thoughts and accurately communicating your own thoughts to the other person.” There
are two types of group discussion: one with an interviewer acting as a moderator and facilitating the
discussion and the other with candidates alone proceeding with the discussion voluntarily. It is up to

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Q4. What does the screening process require for special recommendation-based admissions candidates
(cultural, sports, etc.)?

@ Special recommendation-based screening and testing is held, not only to evaluate the outstanding\
abilities of athletic skills and artistic sensitivity that students have cultivated to date, but also to
promote the individuality and specialty of each school in its area.

High schools to conduct special recommendation-based admissions for the AY 2025 will set the areas
in which students are to be recruited, the number of available openings and the method of testing
based on each individual school’s educational activities and area of specialty This information has
been announced since September. The selection will determine the successful candidates who meet
criteria decided by each school for each area based on the points earned from the individual interview
or group interview, practical test, and essay or composition.

Special recommendation-based admission programs were offered at 89 schools in the AY2024.
Additionally, applicants who apply through the special recommendation-based admission process can
also apply to the same school through the general recommendation-based admission process at the
same time.

# Please note that even if you enter a high school through the special recommendation-based
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k admission process for culture, sports etc., you will not necessarily receive instruction from a specifi(:/
advisor.

Q5. Is it possible to reapply to a high school that did not admit me through the recommendation-based
admission by taking the academic achievement test-based admission?

A5. Yes, you may do so. However, taking the entrance exam for the same school that you applied for the

recommendation-based admission will not give you any advantage over other applicants. Or you
may instead apply and take the entrance exam to another Tokyo metropolitan high school.

For the academic achievement test, essay or composition and interview portions of the screening,\
applicants with disabilities can request “special considerations for taking examinations” with
regards to the method of testing, time and venue. Schools will take the characteristics of an
applicant’s disability into consideration and allow for magnified question/answer sheets, a special
seating arrangement in English listening tests, a separate room for taking test, extended time, a
multiple-choice test, caregiver (including helper to write and read aloud for the student), use of ICT
equipment etc.

Since the 2017 academic year, the Tokyo Metropolitan Government has adopted its own
scholarship system so that all students can learn without any worries and maximize their
capability and potential regardless of the financial situation of each household. This system, a type
of providing benefit in kind has covered the expenses for educational activities such as certification
examinations to demonstrate students’ learning outcomes, study camps, language-learning camps
at schools etc. on behalf of their guardians.

The recipient must be a student at a Tokyo metropolitan high school and must meet the
conditions below:

Maximum amount of scholarship

Household category (upper limit)

Households on welfare support or prefectural and

Municipal income tax-free households 50,000 yen

Households with the amount of prefectural and

municipal income tax below 85,500 yen 30,000 yen

% This is the system where the fund is provided to a student in a household described above to
cover the expenses for the educational activities of the school that the student attends if the
student applies and is approved to receive the fund. Repayment of the fund is not required.
However, if a student does not participate in the school educational activities, the fund is not
provided.

The specific activities for which expenses should be covered vary in each school. Therefore, when
admission is granted, please inquire for details with the school where the student to be enrolled.

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9. Entrance Examination for Foreign Students Living in Tokyo
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mWhat Entrance Examination for Foreign Students Living in Tokyo Is

OThe entrance examinations for foreign students living in Tokyo at Tokyo metropolitan high
schools are the ones for foreign nationals. If they meet set eligibility requirements ™ such as
duration of residence in Japan for three years or more, they are eligible for taking the
examinations.

OThe entrance examinations for the students who enroll in April, 2024 were performed at the
following eight schools (3%) : Takenodai High School, Tagara High School, Minami Katsushika
High School, Fuchu Nishi High School, Asuka High School, Rokugo Koka High School, Suginami
Sogo High School and Kokusa High School.

OThe contents of the entrance examination include an essay and an interview. Regarding language
available for the examinations, the applicant can choose either Japanese or English for each test.

OAs the entrance examination for foreign students living in Tokyo will be performed on a schedule
prior to the general entrance examination (entrance examination based on the academic
achievement tests (first round of admissions/first phase of application period)), the applicant can
apply for the entrance examination for foreign students living in Tokyo and the general entrance
examination at the same time. However, if the applicant passes the entrance examination for
foreign students living in Tokyo, he/she will not be eligible for taking the general entrance
examination.

mSpecial Considerations for Academic Achievement Tests for Which
the Students Who need Assistance with Japanese Language etc. Can

eAvailable for taking the academic achievement tests with hiragana rubi

Regardless of nationality, applicants who need assistance with Japanese language and
who have stayed in Japan for less than 6 years are able to can the test with hiragana rubi

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mPrior Qualification Screening for the Entrance Examinations for
Foreign Students Living in Tokyo
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OUpon the entrance examinations for foreign students living in Tokyo, while each school
confirms whether the applicants are eligible to apply for their applications for the entrance
examinations upon submission of applications for admissions, the Tokyo Metropolitan Board
of Education provides the opportunities for prior qualification screening whether they are
eligible for application.

OlIf the applicant does not have enough documents required at the time of submission and such
documents are not available immediately, he/she may not be able to take the examination.
Make sure to receive prior qualification screening for application wherever possible.

OPrior qualification screening for application will be conducted twice in December at the Tokyo
Metropolitan Government Office. Details will be announced on the website of the Tokyo
Metropolitan Board of Education after October. In addition, the Tokyo metropolitan high
schools conducting the entrance examinations for foreign students living in Tokyo for which
the applicants apply for may also conduct prior qualification screening.

The number of the Tokyo metropolitan high schools that conduct the entrance examinations
for foreign students living in Japan and their qualification for application eligibility has been
presently under consideration.

In case where any change is made, such change will be announced on the website of the Tokyo

Metropolitan Board of Education.
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10. Special Considerations for Examinees with Disabilities etc.

In the entrance examinations of the Tokyo metropolitan high schools, the applicants with disabilities
etc. can apply for special considerations regarding the examination method, examination time,
examination venue etc. in academic achievement tests, essays (compositions) and interviews etc.

In addition, in general academic achievement test, special considerations are also provided for the
students who need assistance with Japanese language.

Measures for Examinees with Disabilities

O In the entrance examinations of the Tokyo metropolitan high schools, the applicants with disabilities etc. can apply
for special considerations regarding the examination method, examination time, examination venue etc. in academic
achievement tests, essays (compositions) and interviews etc.

O By using the prescribed application forms, you need to submit application in advance to the Tokyo metropolitan high
school to which you are applying to. As the application will be submitted through the junior high school you belong to,
you need to check with your junior high school teacher (in case you are not currently enrolled in a junior high school,
you need to directly submit applications to the Tokyo metropolitan high school you are applying to. Contact the Tokyo
metropolitan high school you are applying to.)

O The application period to the Tokyo metropolitan high school is usually around mid-December (for the selection of
the students to enroll in AY 2024, the applications must be submitted by December 15, 2023.).

Special Measures for the Students Who Need Assistance with Japanese Language

O Regardless of the applicants’ nationalities, according to the duration of residence in Japan after entering
in Japan, special considerations regarding the entrance examinations will be provided for the students etc.
who need assistance with Japanese language.

O For the applicants who have stayed in Japan for less than six years and wish special considerations for
the questions of the academic achievement tests common in the first round/first phase of application
period and second round/second phase of application period, conduct the academic achievement tests by
using the ones with hiragana rubi etc. will be conducted.

O In addition to the above-mentioned, for the applicants who have stayed in Japan for less than three
years and wish special considerations for the entrance examinations, the following special considerations
are provided:

* For the desired foreign language, they may bring two dictionaries in total: one dictionary containing
the translation of the said foreign language for Japanese and the one containing the translation for
the said foreign language (e.g. Japanese-Chinese dictionary and Chinese-Japanese Dictionary); and

+ Extended examination time (10 minutes).

O The applicant needs to submit the prescribed application form for special measures to the principal of
the Tokyo metropolitan high school which he/she is applying to at the time of submission of application
